REMINDERS OF PREVIOUS CHANGES
Although these have been notified in previous bulletins, we would like to remind you of the following changes as there has been a small amount of confusion.

Earned Runs
Once three outs are reached in reconstruction, no further runs in the innings can be earned – refer to Scorers Manual – Section 6.D.5 (under reminders)

Stolen Base

It has been decided to delete the SBx as consensus is that it was not being used for the reason it was created.  Therefore when runners advance an extra base it will now only be scored as SB with connector E2-6(4) 

Changes-Scoring Double Steals

When two players steal a base at the same time score it in the following way:

Score a SB on the runner that the catcher makes a play on and a FC on the other runner. Only credit one stolen base against the catcher in the catching summary.

Should the catcher not make a play on EITHER runner then credit each with a stolen base and credit 2 stolen bases against the catcher.

Batting & Fielding Analysis Totalling

It is now required that as a part of your game analysis the batting and fielding figures are totalled in the bottom most row (underneath the DR row).  This is another effective cross check tool.
EXAMINATIONS

The 2011 Theory and Refresher examination date has been set for 10 April 2011.

2010-13 RULE BOOK CHANGES


The new rule covering the years 2010-2013 has now been released.  Copies can be purchased from Softball New Zealand or your association for $5. Alternatively there is an electronic version of it on the Softball New Zealand website through the umpires pages.





The pages that we as scorers need to be particularly aware of are:


a) The mercy rule (Rule 5 Section 5 P27) has been changed to 


15 runs ahead after 3 completed innings


10 runs ahead after 4 completed innings


7 runs ahead after 5 completed innings





b) Intentional Walk (Rule 6 Section 8 P31)


It should be noted that it can be announced by a pitcher, catcher or coach that the defensive team wishes to automatically award the batter a base on balls.  Should this happen the notification to the umpire is to be considered a pitch and the ball is dead.  Consequently we need to note this as a ball in the pitch count.





SCORING CHANGES


Illegal Pitch  (IP)


ALL illegal pitches are now scored in red in the pitch count as an exclamation point (!) and recorded in the pitching analysis.  As with Passed Balls and Wild Pitches, where more than one runner advances on a single illegal pitch, we record just one illegal pitch.  To obtain the title for the pitching analysis, count the red exclamation marks from the pitch count boxes in the game scoring, not the advances around the bases.  This will avoid double counting the illegal pitches.





Intentional Walk (IBB)


These are scored in the game, but no longer recorded in the batting and pitching analysis.  They are all recorded as walks (BB).  The new scorebooks and scoresheets about to be released will no longer have these fields shown. 


NB Tie Break Runner (TBR) and SBx’s  have also been removed.  If you have an older scoresheet/book you do not need to record them.





Winning Pitcher


We have redefined how to determine the winning pitcher.


A pitcher shall be credited with a win  regardless of how many innings he has pitched, if he is the pitcher of record when his team assumes the lead and maintains it to the finish of the game.
