Phillips was responsible for the establishment and development of a standardised
national training and grading system for umpires in New Zealand.

Phillips organised the regular exchange of umpires and training programs between
New Zealand and Australia as well as other affiliates of the International Softball
Federation. As South Pacific Regional Umpire-in-Chief he assisted with the
standardised International umpires training program.

Managed a national team in three world championships and umpired in the 1974
event. Her team won the gold medal twice in four trips to the South Pacific Classic
and she also managed three Canada Cup teams.

A member of the Softball New Zealand Hall of
Fame and life member of Softball New Zealand.
